	Emperors are the biggest penguins on Antarctica.

	Eggs and Nests:
	· Emperors don’t build nests. 
· Mom lays the egg. Then dad carries the egg on his feet, under his belly. Dad doesn’t move much when he is taking care of the egg. If the egg gets out of the pouch, the dad doesn’t know it any more. The egg freezes. The chick inside dies. The father penguin does not eat while he takes care of the egg. He doesn’t eat for about 65 days. 
· Mom comes back with food for the baby. Now dad goes to get food. Mom keeps the chick warm in her pouch for eight weeks. If the baby falls out of the pouch, it will quickly freeze.

· Emperors clump together in a big group to stay warm. They warm up by moving to the middle of the clump. When they get warm, they move to the outside. They take turns staying warm.
